What can YOU build
with a 2"x4” x 8'?
August 18, 2004
Pick up a flyer at the May meeting with
full details on this contest.

Rules

1. Contest is open to members of Home
Craftsmen Forum.

2. You can submit multiple entries.

3. Project must be made from one stud grade 2”
X 4" x 8’ (pine, fir, etc.) surfaced to 1 %" x 3
%" (no buying larger and cutting down to the
2 X 4 size).

4. All wooden pieces for the project must come
from the same 2” x 4” x 8" piece. (No making
approximately the same board feet from
multiple 2x4s.)

5. Any fasteners, hardware, glue, finish, wood
filler, etc commonly used in woodworking
may be used on the project but no additional
wood or psuedo-wood of any kind may be
added to the project. Examples: no plywood,
veneers, plastic laminates made to look like
wood, etc.

6. Other materials besides wood may be
incorporated in the project provided they are
a minor component and do not violate rule 5.
Examples: glass, cloth, felt, etc.
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7. Each participant will have up to 8 minutes to
talk about their project submission and its
design, construction, etc., before the judging.

8. Judging will be by HCF membership vote.
Each member in good standing in attendance
at the August 18, 2004 meeting will be
issued one vote token. After the participant
talks are over, the membership will have 20
minutes to examine the projects and talk to
the participants before the votes are counted.
Voting will be by placing your vote token in
the container in front of the project that you
are voting for.

Class on Building a Work Bench
Starting June 6

on building a work bench starting June
6 at 2:00 at Rockler Woodworking, 8452
Castleton Corner Drive, Indianapolis.
The goal of the class is to teach basic
wood working skills and construct a
bench that will be a valued tool in your
shop. It is estimated that the bench will
cost about $75 plus the cost of the
vises. The class will meet about four
times. In the first class the bench will
be designed. The second class will build
the legs and discuss joinery. The third
class will build the bench top. And the
final class will attach the vises. The
class will use the old work bench
donated to the club as a model.

May 19, 2004
Members in Attendance: 50 signed in,
58 by head count.

The May meeting was held at the Center
for Agricultural Science and Heritage.
This is one of the sites under
consideration as HCF's main meeting
site as the club is outgrowing the
Environmental Management class room
in Speedway.

Business Meeting

The membership was informed by Tom
Meeker that all voting and discussion
on the proposed changes to the club
would be done by Robert’s Rules of
Order. Tom briefly summarized the
applicable rules so that all knew the
appropriate methods for discussion,
proposals, voting, etc. A show of hands
would be used for all voting.

A quorum was required for a vote to
occur. The official tally of members
present by hand count was 58. 8
absentee ballots had been received of
which 4 of those members were in
attendance. Official tally of
membership present was 62. Bylaws
dated August 21, 2002 defines a
guorum as 40% of the active
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membership. Membership total was
reported as 121. A quorum was
present.

1) That the Home Craftsmen Forum
adopt the Bylaws as distributed to the
membership and dated May 16, 2004.
Tom Meeker — call for a motion to adopt
the new bylaws

Dan O’Brien — moved

Don Claffey — second

Excepts of Discussion

- Don Melloy requested reconsideration
of the election of 9 board members each
year and to switch to a 3 year term for
each board member so that only 3 are
elected each year with the initial board
of 9 having a staggered set of terms at 3
for 3 years, 3 for 2 years, and 3 for 1
year.

- Jim Pate & Paul Hartig questioned if
there was membership willing to serve 3
years. A show of hands followed for
serving 3 years = no hands, 2 years = 3
hands, 1 year = 6 hands raised.

la) - A motion was put forward by Don
Melloy to alter Section 2, Article VII of
the proposed bylaws to create 3 year
terms on the board and that Don Melloy
and Tom Meeker would later draft the
appropriate wording for this section, if
passed.

Seconded by several.

la) Vote — three against, Motion passed
to change to a 3 year term on the
board..

1) Vote The call for the vote on the
Bylaw adoption was made. No hands
were raised when opposed was called
for. Motion passed unopposed to adopt
the bylaws.

2) That the Home Craftsmen Forum
Incorporated under the definition of a
510(c)3 with non-profit status as an
educational and charitable corporation.
Tom Meeker — call for a motion to
incorporate as a 501(c)3.

Lew Lundberg moved

Bob Shaw second

Excerpts of discussion

Tom Meeker — we will have to do this
eventually when our income reaches
$5000.

Lew Lundberg — some degree of liability
protection for membership and officers
if we incorporate as 501(c)3. This was
countered by Tom Meeker that the first
thing you are taught in Law School is to
pierce the corporate veil and go after the
individuals.

Paul Hartig requested information on
yearly cost to be incorporated. Tom
Meeker responded that it would cost
$30 per year as long as Bob Shaw and
Tom Meeker were actively involved to
file all the necessary tax and other
forms.

2) Vote — call for the vote was made by
Tom Meeker. Hand count of 47 in favor
and 4 opposed. Motion to incorporate
as a 501(c)3 passed.

3) Motion to change the name of the
organization to something other than
Home Craftsmen Forum.

Tom Meeker called for a motion to
change the name of the club. No
motion was put forward. The motion
died.

Clarification was made that the club
name would have to have “Incorporated”
added to it.

3a) A motion was put forward by Dick
Brown to add the phrase “A
woodworking group” to the end of the
Home Craftsmen Forum name. This
was seconded by Dick Ellis. Discussion
followed as to the length this would
make the name, the concept of holding
to club tradition, and of limiting topics
to woodworking only.

3a) Vote — Call for the vote was made
and the motion did not carry. The
name of the club will remain as Home
Craftsmen Forum, Incorporated.
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4) Motion to change the mission
statement of Home Craftsmen Forum
from that presented in the August 21,
2002 Bylaws to that presented in the
May 16, 2004 bylaws as adopted.
Discussion followed with the end result
being the statement that the
membership had voted to adopt the May
16, 2004 bylaws and that included the
new mission statement and, therefore,
no vote was necessary.

4a) - A motion was put forward by
Darrell McConnell to amend the May
16, 2004 mission statement by
removing the word “related” in front of
crafts and replacing it with *“other”
crafts. This was seconded by Don
Melloy.

4a) Vote —the motion passed.

Election of Officers
Don Melloy represented the nomination
committee and presented the slate of
President - Tom Meeker
Vice President — Bill Dickinson
Treasurer — Bob Show
Secretary — a Candidate could not be
found.
Nominations from the floor for the
Secretary position were sought. Nan
Schulte was nominated but declined the
nomination.
The membership voted to accept the
slate as presented. A secretary will be
sought among the membership.
