The Arts and Crafts Movement started in the latter half of
the 19th century. Its stylistic elements of simplicity, good
craftsmanship, and good design were a counterpoint to the
prevailing Victorian style of heavily ornamented furniture,
collections of small ornamental objects, and surfaces
covered with fringe. It flourished in both England and
America with each continent bringing its own unique twist
to the style.
Our speaker, Dale Barnard,

has built a career based on the A&C style. He is a

professional cabinetmaker and instructor. Dale has been

working with wood for over 35 years and is the son of a

Traditional Master Carpenter whose father was also a

Master Carpenter. Besides his custom furniture work,

Dale is on the faculty of American Sycamore

Woodworker’s Retreat woodworking school. Dale will be

talking to us about his love of furniture designs that have

their origins in the American Arts & Crafts Movement. He will speak on the history,

Program: Collecting and Using Old
Tools

Nan Schulte introduced the speakers.
All three hold dual membership in
Home Craftsmen Forum and in Midwest

Tool Collectors Association.

Norm Heckman started off the program.
He spoke on his early interest in old
tools through his father and about his
current collecting efforts with cooper’s
tools. Norm had many examples of
cooper’s tools to show. He also talked
about restoring plow planes and
brought several examples of styles of
plow planes. He used one to illustrate
the difference in how an old plow plane
can look when it is first purchased and
dirty and when it looks like the dirt is
carefully removed and the original finish
preserved.

Jim Pate talked about his introduction
to tool collecting that started by his
wondering how an antique dresser that
he owned had been made. Jim brought
a large number of woodworking planes
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of various styles and vintages to use as
examples during his talk.

The range that he brought covered
everything from simple bench planes
made of wood to the complex Stanley
#55 that can be reconfigured to cut a

variety of molding profiles. Jim
emphasized the user status of many of
the planes that he showed in contrast to
the collectable ones.

Nan Schulte, the rare female tool

collector, finished off the presentations

with a slide show about Mid-West Tool
Collectors Association. The end of her
presentation was a quiz on identifying
unusual tools. Members  were
challenged to write down the use of a
tool based on its appearance. The
person with the most correct answers
received a year’'s membership in Mid-
West Tool Collectors Association.

The presentations ended with questions
and general discussion at the tables
displaying tools and books that the
presenters had brought.
