Joe Greiwe is a hobbyist intarsia woodworker who has been
creating intarsia pieces for 9 years. Intarsia is an art form where
various woods are used for different parts of a picture. The wooden
pieces are cut to shape and assembled somewhat like a jigsaw
puzzle. The different pieces are created at
varying thickness to produce a three
dimensional effect. The natural colors of
different types of woods are used to produce the
colors in the picture. The grain patterns of the wood are used to
further enhance and define the characteristics of the three-
dimensional intarsia picture. Joe will share with us how he
develops or finds the patterns for his intarsia work, how he cuts
and assemblies the pieces and how he finishes the intarsia piece.
He will also bring along some examples of the pieces he has
created.

With only 10 days left in our current fiscal
year and no anticipation of additional income
or expense here's a rundown of the club's
finances for the past year. We ended up
about $776 better than budgeted for the
year -- mainly from unexpected donations.
Please see the details at the end of this
article.

We are entering a 4-month transitional
phase as we shift from a September through
August fiscal year to a January through
December calendar year for our finances.
Normally, we would be collecting the annual
dues at the September meeting but that
won't be happening for a few months. At the
October meeting you will have the
opportunity to vote on the dues proposed by
the executive committee. We expect
to begin collecting dues at the November
meeting but that could be delayed pending
approval of our not-for-profit status by the
IRS.

Although your current membership card
shows an 8-31-04 expiration date it remains
valid through the transition phase. We are
contacting the vendors that offer discounts
to our members so they will know to
continue accepting your card as proof of
membership -- at least until 1-1-05. Should
you experience any difficulties in obtaining
the discounts please notify me, Tom
Meeker, or Bill Dickinson.
